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NUCLEAR TERRORISM A SERIOUS 
APPREHENSION

Since the Stone Age began, man involved him in scientific and technological 

endeavours to improve the weapon system as result of which crossing visions ages like 'age 

of valour' or age of gun powder; it entered into the nuclear age in July 1945. The implosion 

was so devastating that the Iron lair vaporized, the melted sand become like a grass crust an 

earth, because the temperature rise to 100 million Fahrenheit pressure 120 million 

atmospheric pressure. The condition was most the same as in the centre of the sun.

The monopoly enjoyed by United States came at first than Soviet Union first atomic 

explosion was on August 29, 1949. Later on Britain became the third member of Nuclear 

Club on Oct 3, 1952. France became the fourth member in 1960 and China was the fifth on 

Oct 16,.1946.

India came in to existence as a sixth member in 1974. Apart from this nuclear club 

now at present 30 nations like 'Argentina Austria, Belgium, Brazil,  Canada, 

Czechoslovakia, Denmark, Egypt, Finland, Germany, Isreal, Italy, Japan, Mexico, 

Netherlands, Norway, Pakistan, Poland, Portugal, Romania, South Africa, South Korea, 

Spain, Sweden,  Switzer land , Turkey and Yugoslavia have sufficiently  advance technology 

to easily produce Nuclear Weapons.

Failure Of N.P.T.

Nuclear Non- Proliferation treaty was signed in 1968 the logic presented by the 

Nuclear club members was that Nuclear weapons may cause Nuclear warfare  if they fell 

into hands of many countries, as the countries will not behave rationally or responsibly, the 

probability of Nuclear Warfare may become imminent. Therefore after 1968 none should 

develop Nuclear Weapons, India did not sign the N.P.T. on the pretext that it was 

discriminatory. 

Failure of M.T.C.R.

The purpose of the 'Missile Technology Control Regime' is to forbid the export of 

missiles and related technology for long range missiles thus stopping the number of 
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countries from obtaining this technology these by reducing the risk to international peace 

and security. The essence of this M.T.C.R. was really and apparently violated by specifically 

two countries, China and North Korea. China said that its sales of missiles and other weapons 

to Iran are principle and above the board.

The Dead Treaty: C.T.B.T.

C.T.B.T.'' is not longer the document Signed by 130 Countries in 1996, it is virtually 

dead after it was rejected by the U.S. senate. ''The purpose of this treaty had been to forbid the 

nations from testing the nuclear weapons anymore. It was the hope that shortly after the 

N.P.T. extension, a genuine CTBT would follow by the end of 1996, a fissile cut-off 

agreement then and the implementation of all their nuclear weapons states for deeper cuts 

and eventual elimination of all their nuclear weapons. 

THE NATIONAL MISSILE DEFENCE (N.M.D.)

''The N.M.D. , a system that can back and deploy incoming ballistic  missiles aimed 

at the united steles is a scaled - down version of the original Reagan era Strategic Defense 

Initiative or the star wars. ''This plan has been vehemently opposed by China and Russia. 

China is not prepared even to listen about the national missile defense or the TMD,. The 

'reasons are eminently practical. These forces will degrade the capability of their missile 

force to threaten Taiwan or deter the United States. This NMD plan has put the 1972. ABM 

treaty not on the back bushes but has thrown it into the dustbin. 

Today we are discussing more about WMD. Iraq in is one of the country which lost 

her existence on the glob due lo false allegations put by U.S the possibility of future use of 

WMD clearly exists and use of chemical, biological or nuclear weapons by religious fanatics 

seems to be quite high. The publicity and shock waves created by the attacks on the World 

Trade Centre and the Pentagon have convinced the Jihadi groups of efficacy of WMD 

against the US. Considering the nature of threat of WMD and cyber-terrorism posed by non-

state actors, international cooperation attains a much greater importance, cooperation cannot 

be gained by the US through coercion or threats. 

The global fight against terrorism efforts in many areas, from strengthened border 

controls to better coordination among numerous government agencies at local, national, 

regional and international levels. As the international community attempts to come to terms 

with the threat of terrorism, it should built upon already existing foundations as well as 

develop new responses. Despite the fact that arms control predominantly involves 

commitments between state – not non state actors it can make a necessary and useful 
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contribution to preventing terrorists from acquiring the capability to launch nuclear and 

radiological attacks.  

We can imagine three kinds of nuclear terrorism. The first is to disperse radioactive 

materials (a radiological or dirty bomb). The second is to intentionally cause the leakage of 

radioactive materials by attacking nuclear facilities. These threats are also known as 

radiological attacks or nuclear blackmail. Studies undertaken concerning the risk and 

potential for such attacks have been widely publicized and for the most part agree that efforts 

are needed to strengthen the safety and control of radioactive materials, waste and facilities. 

The third option for terrorists would be to explode a nuclear weapon. 

NUCLEAR TERRORISM 

Nuclear terrorism denotes the use, or threat of the use of nuclear weapons or 

radiological weapons in acts of terrorism including attacks against facilities where 

radioactive materials are present. In legal terms, nuclear terrorism is an offence committed if 

is a person unlawfully  and internationally uses in any way radioactive material with the 

intent to cause death or serious bodily injury, or with the intent to cause substantial damage to 

property or to the environment; or with the intent to compel a natural or legal person, an 

international organization or a state to do or refrain from doing an act", according to 2005 

United Nations International Convention for the Suppression of Acts of Nuclear Terrorism. 

The notion of terrorist organization using nuclear weapons (especially very small 

ones, such as suitcase nukes) has been a threat in American rhetoric and culture. It is 

considered plausible that terrorists could acquire a nuclear weapon. 

·Acquiring or fabricating a nuclear weapon. 

·Fabricating a dirty bomb. 

·Attacking a nuclear reactor, e.g. by disrupting critical inputs (e.g. water supply). 

Attacking or taking over a nuclear armed submarine, plane or base. 

Discussions of non-state nuclear terrorism among experts go back at least to the 

1970s. In 1975. The economics warned that "You can make a bomb with a few pounds of 

plutonium. By the mid-1980s the power stations may easily be turning out 200,000 lb of the 

stuff each year. And each year, unless present methods are drastically changed, many 

thousand of pounds of it will be transferred from one plant to another as it proceeds through 

the full cycle.

It is important that all nuclear weapon states and emerging nuclear weapon states 

maintain and strengthen their capabilities to protect their nuclear weapons and materials and 

convey a sense of confidence in such measures. This requires three responses. First, their 

must be a robust protection system against loss of existing nuclear devices. Second, a quick 

and regular accounting system must be use to detect any loss in real time. Third, the 

capability to prevent unauthorized detonation should be included in all weapons designs. 

Tactical nuclear weapons are short range weapons designed for use on the battle 

field. Reducing the number of TNWs is an important arms control objective to prevent 

accidental or international nuclear war. TNWs are at a greater risk then strategic weapons to 

be lost or detonated because of their wide spread deployment and high state of readiness. 

CONCLUSION 

On the basis of observations taken, discussion and inferences obtained with the learned 

academician, it can easly be concluded that the present condition of the international 

community is very very volatile. This may invite a fierce war. Since, terrorist like a fog, wind 

or shadow, therefore quick attack like a lightning has become essential and inevitable. 

Therefore nuclear weapons should be avoided by practising restraint (by both the nuclear 

states and terrorists). Arms control contributes to fighting terrorism by strengthening the 

safety and security of nuclear weapon installations, institutions and mechanisms.

In view of volatile security scenario and a fast changing international system, we want to 

submit our personal observation and conclusion that nuclear terrorism is absolutely 

apprehension in our view but definetly a serious concern for future.

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SHIFTING TRENDS IN INDO-BHUTAN 
RELATIONS

Bhutan is a landlocked Buddhist kingdom, with an area of 46,500 sq. km and shares 

470 km of land boundary with the Peoples Republic of China (PRC) and 605 km. with India. 

Bhutan headed by the Druk Gyalpo is bounded on three sides by the Indian States of Sikkim, 

West Bengal, Assam and Arunachal Pradesh. Indeed, the Himalayan kingdom is wedged as a 

strategic buffer between India and China. Bhutan is sandwiched between China in north and 

Indian in South, East and West. The country has developed a distinct pattern of Socio-

economic culture, political institutions and administration. Bhutan is one of the smallest 

countries in the world, area and population wise. Monarchy still prevails in the earning 

although it has national parliament but the King larger say in the nation's affairs. The Lamas 

constituted the main stay of the social and religious life of the nation. 

The strategic location of Bhutan lies in the fact that it acts as a 'Buffer-Zone' between 

people Republic of China and Republic of India. After British quit India in 1947, the free 

India entered into a treaty in 1949 whereby India assured Bhutan's sovereignty in case of 

external threat. Untied the treaty India controls Bhutan's external relations. India has also 

been playing a major role in the economic development of Bhutan. In the path of economic 

development, Bhutan has to content with problems of sever physio-climatic environment, 

serious resource shortage, physical accessibility, lack of human resources and administrative 

incapability. Bhutan's trade is wholly dependent on India. 

The location of Bhutan- especially after the Indo-China war of 1962- has occasioned 

not only the Indian involvement in the improvement of Bhutan's indigenous defence 

capability but also in the training of the Royal Bhutan Army. The Indian Military Training 

team located in the Ha District abuts the Chumbi Valley of the Tibet where China routinely 

keeps a huge concentration of troops. And although the Treaty of 1949 makes no reference to 

the defence of Bhutan by India, 

Indian Prime Minister Nehru had declared in 1958 that acts of aggression against 

Bhutan would be deemed as act of aggression against India. And, of course, the treaty allows 

Bhutan the right to impact arms, ammunition and such other military material from or 

through India as long as the government of India is satisfied that such imports do not threaten 
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India. Bhutan, on the other hand, agreed not to export or allow private citizens to export any 

arms, ammunition of military equipment. 

Diplomatic relations between India and Bhutan were established in 1968 with the 

appointment of a resident representative of India in Thimphu. Before this our relations with 

Bhutan were looked after by our Political Officer in Sikkim. The basic framework of India - 

Bhutan bilateral relations is the Treaty of Friendship and Cooperation of 1949 between the 

two countries, which was updated and signed during the visit to India of His Majesty Jigme 

Khesar Namgyel Wangchuck in February 2007. The updated India-Bhutan Friendship 

Treaty not only reflects the contemporary nature of our relationship but also lays the 

foundation for their future development in the 21st century. The Treaty provides, amongst 

other things, for perpetual peace and friendship, free trade and commerce, and equal justice 

to each other's citizens. Out bilateral political relations with Bhutan have matured over the 

years and are characterized by close trust and understanding and extensive cooperation in the 

field of economic development, particularly in the mutually beneficial sector of 

hydroelectric power. India and Bhutan friendship is deeply rooted in religion, culture, 

history, politics, security and economic ties. India-Bhutan Treaty of 1949, which provided 

for, "perpetual peace and friendship," free trade, commerce and equal justice to each other's 

citizen."

India and Bhutan have signed many agreements and MOUs during the last few 

decades. During the visit of His Majesty Jigme Khesar Wangchuck in December 2009, 

twelve (12) MOUs/ Agreements in areas of hydropower, IT, health/medicine, narcotics, civil 

aviation, agriculture and environment were signed. These are : 

· Four (4) MoUs for preparation/updation of Detailed Project Reports (DPRs) of 

the Amochhu Reservior Hydroelectric Project (HEP), the Kuri Gongri HEP, the 

Chamkharchhu-I HEP and the Kholongchhu HEP;

· MoU for the Development of ICT in Bhutan;

· MoU for the Establishment of the Bhutan Institute of Medical Sciences;

· MoU on Drug Demand Reduction and Prevention of Illicit Trafficking in 

Narcotic Drugs, Psychotropic Substances and Precursor Chemicals and Related 

Matters; 

· Air Services Agreement;

· MOU for Harmonisation of Seed Quality Testing and Standards for SAARC 

Countries; 

· Agreement for Search and Rescue Operation Services; 
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· MoU on Technical Assistance to the National Environment Commission of the 

RGoB; and 

· MoU for Consultancy Services for the Preparation of the National Transmission 

Grid Master Plan of Bhutan. 

During Prime Minister Dr. Manmohan Singh's visit to Bhutan in April 2010 for the 

16th SAARC Summit, Implementation Agreements for the Punatsangchhu-II and 

Mangdechhu Hydro Electric Projects (HEPs) were signed by the Minister of Economic 

Affairs of Bhutan Lyonpo Khandu Wangchuk and the External Affairs Minister of India Shri 

S.M. Krishna, in the presence of the Prime Minister of India and Bhutan. 

CO-OPERATION IN THE FIELD OF SECURITY AND DEFENCE

(a) India's assistance towards Bhutan's security and defence arrangements, specifically 

in training and equipping the Royal Bhutan Army. The Royal Bhutan Army Cadets 

undergo training at National Defence Academy (NDA), Khadakwasla and the Indian 

Military Academy (IMA) Dehradun. The officers are trained at the Infantry School, 

Mhow, the Defence Service Staff College, Wellington and at the Army War College, 

Mhow. In addition, Indian Military Training Team (IMTRAT) with Headquarters 

(H.Q.) in Haa District of Bhutan, which is adjacent to Tibet's Chumbi valley. Maha is 

not only Bhutan's main development partner but also its leading and largest trade 

partner.

(b) Construction of Roads

As we know that roads construction in mountainous terrain is very difficult. In India, 

border roads development organization has gained valuable experience in this field. India's 

Border Road organization called Project DANTAK in Bhutan. Project DAHTAK a part of 

the organization has rendered good service in Bhutan by construction over 1000 km of roads 

in inhospitable mountairous terrain. India is not only Bhutan's main development partner but 

also its leading trade partner. A free trade regime exists between India and Bhutan. 

(c) Flushing out of Militants from Bhutan

 In the year 1996, illegal presence of militants camps using Bhutan as a base and 

hideout, while rebelling against the Indian Government got confirmed. Bhutan understood 

the potential danger. Over the last decade or so, the illicit establishment of campus by the 

ULFA, NDFB and KLO militant outfits the done jungles of South-east Bhutan. In addition to 

hampering businesses and the implementation of development barbarities in many parts of 

the country. The presence of these militants was a potential cause of affecting the friendly 

relations by Bhutan and India. 
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India has warm and cordial ties with Bhutan, which are founded on mutual trust and 

understanding, shared interest and extensive co-operation in areas such as power, transport, 

communications infrastructure, education, information technology, industry, medicine and 

agriculture. India is committed to assist the Royal Government of Bhutan in its socio-

economic development. Mutually beneficial economic inter-linkages between India and 

Bhutan have been an important element in our bilateral relations. India continues to be the 

largest trade and development partner of Bhutan. Indo-Bhutan relations are also prominent 

in other areas such as education and culture where there is a high level of interaction. 

While India and Bhutan share an extraordinary warm friendship, issues such as the 

state of relations with China continue be a cause of some concern to both countries. The 

illegal presence of militants using Bhutan as a base and hideout while rebelling against the 

Indian government resulted in the Bhutanese army taken military action to flash out the 

insurgents. 

BHUTAN AND CHINA RELATIONS 

China and Bhutan have not established diplomatic relations yet, but they enjoy 

friendly relations. Bhutan has time-honored historical relations with China and China's Tibet 

in particular. On December 8, 1998. The two government signed the agreement on 

maintaining peace and tranquility in the somo-Bhutanese border areas. China has cultivated 

strong relations with India's immediate South Asian Association for Regional Co-operation 

(SAARC) neighbours, the salient ones being. 

· Bilateral ties with China account for 25 percent of Myanmar's total trade and China is 

developing an oil pipeline through Myanmar to obtain direct transport access to the 

Bay of Bengal. 

· In Bangladesh, China has developed a container shipping facility at Chittagong. 

· Pakistan remains under China's economic and military umbrella, the latter having 

provided the former with nuclear technology ballistic missiles, aircraft, complete 

weapons systems while China is currently developing a port at Gwadar, Pakistan, on 

the Arabian Sea. 

· In Nepal, with recent rise to power of Maoists, increased ties with the People's 

Republic of China (PRC) are anticipated through economic and military cooperation 

and perhaps even an extension of the Qinghai-Tibet railway from Lhasa to 

Kathmandu. 
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· Sri Lanka has received Chinese assistance in the development of its Colombo and 

Hambantota Ports and a weapons arrangement between the two countries involving 

the Chinese construction and weapons producer, Norinco. 

It is feared that expanding Chinese influence - initially economic and perhaps 

thereafter military- in other South Asian countries such as Bhutan and Maldives, at present 

firmly in New Delhi's sphere of influence, will shift the regional balance of power out of 

India's hands. 

Perception of China's malicious intentions and its emerging capacities has brought 

about the "String of Pearls" theory. As Christopher Pehrson of the US Army War College 

writes, 

The "String of Pearls" describes the manifestation of China's rising geopolitical 

influence through efforts to increase access to ports and airfields, develop special 

diplomatic relationships, and modernize military forces that extend from the South 

China Sea through the Strait of Malacca, across the Indian Ocean, and on to the 

Arabian Gulf. A question posed by the "String of Pearls" is the uncertainty of whether 

China's growing influence is in accordance with Beijing's states policy of "peaceful 

development," or if China one day will make a bid for regional primacy.  

Reports of China building and strengthening its existing infrastructure in Tibet 

continue to flow in regularly. The latest is that China is building 24 new project along its side 

of the Brahmaputra river. While China has constructed a vast network of a roads, tunnels, 

railways and airfields that enable mass rapid movement of troops to the border, the picture on 

the Indian side continues to be dismal, which is traught with strategic and tactical 

disadvantages.

China is engaged in building its comprehensive National power encompassing 

economic and military development, which would enable her to play a dominant role in 

global affairs. With faster economic technological and military modernisation, China is 

likely to become more aggressive and be in a position to create pressure point on the border 

and other strategic issues. 

CONCLUSION 

Bhutan-China relation are improving in 1998, China and Bhutan signed a bilateral 

agreement for maintaining peace on border. In the agreement, China affirmed its respect for 

Bhutan's sovereignty and territorial integrity and equitable solution to the border question. 

The two countries have had sound cooperation in international affairs. Since 1995, 
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confronted with the pressure from the West, Bhutan has supported China for 5 consecutive 

years in upsetting the anti-China motions at the UN conferences of human rights. It also 

supported China's stance on Taiwan question by opposing Gaoxiong to host 2002 Asian 

Games. As Vice-Chairman of the 55th UN General Assembly, Bhutan supported China in 

rejecting the so-called Taiwan's participation motion in the UN.

China and Bhutan planned develop more economic and trade relations. Himalayan 

kingdom of Bhutan and the People's Republic of China have conducted regular talk on 

border and security issues. On December 1, 2000, the two governments reached agreement 

on retaining Bhutan's honorary consulate in Macao special Region through an exchange of 

letters. China is wooing Bhutan to consolidate her strategic influence in South Asia. Bhutan 

has to tread cautiously to retain balance in keeping with her overall national interests. Bhutan 

maintaining friendly relations with China without undermining its own relations with India 

is a challenge that deserves careful consideration. 
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FINANCIAL AND ECONOMIC CRISIS :
SOME THEORETICAL ASPECTS

These are exceptional times. Exceptional for what has happened to financial markets 

– it can be termed as a meltdown. The Great Depression of the 1930s is worth studying in 

the first place purely for historical interest. Then 2008 as financial meltdown and economic 

crises became amongst the most frequently used words in the world.

An important aspect of the Great Depression of 1930s deserves mention. It was 

virtually worldwide. To some extent, this was the result of the collapse of the international 

financial system. It also resulted from the mutual adoption of high tariff polices by many 

countries. The experience of the thirties varied internationally. Sweden suffered its 

depression in the twenties and benefited from expansionary policies in the thirties. The 

Britain's economy too suffered more in the twenties than in the thirties. China escaped the 

recession until after 1931 essentially because it had a floating exchange rate. Moreover, in 

United States GNP fell below its 1929 level in 1930 and stock prices 1932 were one third 

their 1929 level.  

As is often the case, there is disagreement among economists with regard to Great 

Depression. Lord Keynes has written his famous books on The General Theory of 

Employment, Interest and Money (1936) after the Great Depression of the 1930s. 

Keynes's favoured public investment to overcome depression and to attain full employment. 

Though he said that the role of public investment was to supplement private investment. Yet 

public investment has tended to replace private investment to a large extent.

The main thrust of Friedman and Schwartz argument related to the question of - 

could depression had been avoided ? Particularly in 1930 the monetary policy would have 

prevented the depression while others blamed reduction in consumption rather than 

investment in this particular phase. Peter Temin in a book entitled Did Monetary Forces 

Cause the Great Depression (1976) suggested that better policy, monetary and fiscal would 

have made the depression much less severe.

THE FIRST GLOBAL FINANCIAL CRISIS OF THE 21  CENTURY 

The year 2008 saw the emergence of a global economic crisis. The crisis originated in 

the USA which was considered to be the strong pillar of world capitalism. The disintegration 

of the Soviet Union and the collapse of the Berlin wall had become the symbols of the 

collapse of communism. It is now being talked about the new crisis which will lead to the 

collapse of world capitalism.  

The present financial system is much different from Keynesian times. Financial 
st

instruments have been completely revolutionized in 21  century. Now the government do not 

have the same level of control and domination in financial sector as was available in 

Keynesion Era. Economists have offered different views about how financial crises 

develops and how it can be prevented. 

Economists have given random walk hypothesis as a general basis for present 

crises of global financial markets. According to this hypothesis, changes in stock prices look 

erratic, like a random walk of a drunkard over a time. The current price of a stock fully 

reflects new information. Although some information is expected but much of its 

unexpected. On some days, it is good  and on other day, it is bad. This unexpected  or 

unpredictable information follows a random walk.

Day after day we are getting  news of business collapse, rising unemployment and 

price rise in the US economy. Next to the United  States the region most affected is Europe. In 

Europe too there have been financial crises. In fact the whole of the western world and Japan 

is today in the grip of a recession.

Since the outbreak of the crisis, it appeared that the emerging Asian countries 

especially the China and India would not only remain relatively affected but also play a role 

in moderating the global crises and paving the ways for a worldwide recovery in a short 

spam.

Decoupling proponents believe that the rest of the world will continually become 

less dependent on the U.S.A. and other advanced countries. They basis their theory on the 

idea that consumption level in the rest of the world will eventually rise to a level where it can 

replace any consumption fall off from the U.S.A. 

The global economy is today facing unprecedented crisis with falling production and 

job losses. Mostly developed industrialized countries are already in the grip of recession and 

economic stability is a question. The state's direct intervention in the economy is in direct 

opposition to the ruling economic philosophy of free market economy. 
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The current global financial crisis requires a much better understanding of 

appropriate policy responses. First, how developed countries can minimize their financial 

losses. Second, which type of monetary policy is required? Third, there needs to be 

understanding of financial stability and how cross-border cooperation can help to provide 

the public good of international financial rules and systems. 

The message conveyed by the United Nations World Economic and Social Survey 

(2008) is that markets cannot be left alone to deliver the appropriate and desired levels of 

economic security. Against the growing backdrop of increasing economic and political 

insecurity in interval Europe, John Maynard Keynes called for new policies and new 

instruments to adapt and control the working of intolerably economic forces, so that they do 

not interfere with contemporary idea as to what is fit and proper in the interests of society.

The present crisis is global in character and concerted action by all countries of the 

world is necessary to find solution to it. The crisis is likely to be prolonged and the western 

world is destined to a long spell of economic stagnation. Growth rates in the developing 

countries will also decline. Unemployment rates the world over is destined to rise. In India, 

while layoffs are not expected to occur on a large scale there will certainly be a strong impact 

on creation of new jobs and employment.

The economic reforms, introduced in India in recent years. Have strengthened her 

economic system and this is one of the reasons why the country is able to withstand the 

present world economic crisis. In many developed countries including the USA the 

regulatory mechanism in the financial sector needs to be strengthened to prevent a repetition 

of an economic crisis. Our own banking system is well capitalized and as a result of the 

reforms undertaken in recent years have low levels of non performing assets which make 

them capable of withstanding the present turmoil in the world financial markets.    

In sum, what the world needs is a more integrated approach (Policy approach) to the 

challenge of economic insecurity especially in financial markets, redistribution measures 

and improve risk management techniques to better cope with the consequences of shocks 

and crisis.

Sports injury- Any stress or strain on any muscle, joint and or bone to an athlete on 

and off the ground is known as sports injury.

Sports Injury can be divided into three parts-

A) Soft Tissue Injuries- i) Macro-trauma ii) Micro-trauma

B) Hard Tissue Injuries C) Dislocations  

A. Soft Tissue Injuries- It consists injuries to muscle, tendon and ligaments

i) Macro-trauma- It is usually acute injury in which a single traumatic event causes the 

injury to a previous healthy tissue or sudden damage to a tissue. Under Macrotrauma 

we can include injuries like:

a) Sprain- Injury to ligaments

b) Strain- Injury to muscle and tendon

c) Contusion- Severe blow on the muscle lead to contusion

d) Laceration- Injury due to blunt object and it tears the skin

e) Incision- Injury due to sharp object

f) Abrasion- Skin is scrapped due to friction

ii) Micro-trauma- It is the over use injury due to repeated sub-maximal trauma. These 

injuries occur and worsen over time and are often caused by repetitive exercise 

activities, such as running, exercising on treadmills, cycling, serving in tennis and 

throwing. Eg.- Tendinitis- inflammation of tendon caused by repetitive stretching or 

over-loading.
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B) Hard Tissue Injury- It is commonly known as fractures. Fracture is defined as 

discontinuation of bone. Common type of fractures are-

i) Simple Fracture- Bone breaks but the skin over it does not.

ii) Compound Fracture- Both the skin and bone breaks

iii) Multiple Fracture- More than one break in the bone

iv) Comminuted Fracture- Bone is broken in several small parts

v) Complicated Fracture - Break in ribs and piercing the internal organs

vi) Impacted Fracture- Bone is broken and is driven into the other bone.

C) Dislocations- It occurs when the displacement of a bone from its normal position in 

the joint.

Treatment of the Injuries—Treatment depends upon the degree and type of injury 

which is as follows:

A) Non-Surgical B) Surgical C) Physiotherapy Rehabilitation    

Prevention of injuries-

Following are some general rules for injury prevention no matter what sport you 

play. While it is impossible to prevent every injury, research suggests that injury rates could 

be reduced by 25% if athletes took appropriate preventative action, including: 

1. Be in proper physical condition to play a sport.

Keep in mind the weekend warrior has a high rate of injury. If you play any sports, 

you should adequately train for that sport. It is a mistake to expect the sport itself to 

get you into shape. Many injuries can be prevented by following a regular 

conditioning program of exercises designed specifically for your sport. 

2. Know and abide by the rules of the sport.

The rules are designed, in part, to keep things safe. This is extremely important for 

anyone who participates in a contact sport. Rules of conduct, including illegal blocks 

and tackles are enforced to keep athletes healthy. Know them. Follow them. 

3. Wear appropriate protective gear and equipment.

Protective pads, mouth guards, helmets, gloves and other equipment is not for 

sissies. Protective equipment that fits you well can safe your knees, hands, teeth, 

eyes, and head. Never play without your safety gear. 

4. Rest.

Athletes with high consecutive days of training, have more injuries. While many 
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athletes think the more they train, the better they'll play, this is a misconception. Rest 

is a critical component of proper training. Rest can make you stronger and prevent 

injuries of overuse, fatigue and poor judgement. 

5. Always warm up before playing.

Warm muscles are less susceptible to injuries. The proper warm up is essential for 

injury prevention. Make sure your warm up suits your sport. You may simply start 

your sport slowly, or practice specific stretching or mental rehearsal depending upon 

your activity. 

6. Avoid playing when very tired or in pain.

This is a set-up far a careless injury. Pain indicates a problem. You need to pay 

attention to warning signs your body provides. 

Research provides us with helpful clues about the cause of sports injury. There are 

two factors that outweigh the rest when it comes to predicting a sports injury. They are: 

·Having a history of injury. Previous injuries to a muscle, or joint tend to develop into 

chronic problem areas for many athletes. It is extremely important to warm up, and 

stretch previously injured parts. 

·A high number of consecutive days of training. Recovery days reduce injury rates by 

giving muscles and connective tissues an opportunity to repair between training 

sessions.     

Conclusion:

Finally it is concluded that members of the medical profession, in particular those involved 

with sports injuries (and in broader context with sports medicine), have a responsibility to advise 

both sports groups and individuals on aspects of prevention of injury resulting from sport. Such 

advice may offered  at all levels, with the recipients ranging from sports governing bodies on the one 

hand to local sports clubs and individual sports participants on the other. Thus we can say, 

“Prevention is better than Cure” an old proverb may help us to minimize the sports injuries.
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WOMEN POLITICS- REDEFINING AGENDA

 Women politics is the most significant feature in Indian politics. Women are the 

pivot around whom the family, society rather the whole humanity moves. Thus their role in 

directing and shaping the destiny of the nation is crucial. With the advancements of the 

science and technology the world has moved at a faster pace. Women have to assume a 

dynamic role in the changing context. For their participation in national life, it is necessary 

that women should occupy positions at the decision making, policy making and planning 

levels. Political participation of women at all levels is necessary to create equalitarian 

society in India. 

Women comprise about 50 percent of country's population. However, they are the 

biggest debarred group roughly in all facets. The  male is denying their rights and liberties. 

Due to the male domination of Indian society , their social, economic and political status 

behind comparatively stumpy. From time immemorial, they  have been classified in all 

activity  of life and regarded as “second class citizen”. Woman have long been a suppressed 

group. In all sphere of life men have systematically dominated them. The subjugation of 

women by men is not confined only to developing countries. This is also present through to a 

lesser degree in most developed countries.   Women's liberation movement has gained some 

momentum in western countries. Their spill over effect in developing countries does not 

appear to be significant. It is thus apparent that the level of development of country is 

correlated with the status of women in their country.  The nature of women participation in 

politics is greatly affected by the level of development of a country. Further, the socio-

economic status of a woman tends to affect her political participations.

Indian history provides a few examples of Indian women having excellent as ruler 

and statesman. But by and large, our women used to fight taking part in politics. In fact, 

political participation by then started during the Indian freedom struggle. Mahatma Gandhi 

was a strong advocate of female participation in politics. As Mahatma Gandhi stated “As 

long as women of India do not take part in public life their can be no salvation of the country.” 

He further added ,”As long as….  Women do not come to public life and purify it…we are not 

likely  to attain swaraj.” Our independence movement produced some eminent women 

leaders like Annie Basant, Sarojini Naidu, Durg Bai etc.
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The question of women representation in politics in all over the world began to 

assume importance since 1975 when united nations declared the decade as the “Women's 

Development Decade” and adopted some resolutions for women's empowerment. The 

Nairobi conference called on the participating nations to take steps for ensuring women 

participation in politics. The debate was at the centre in the international arena in 1994 UN 

conference in Cairo, at UN's fourth international conference.

After independence in India   the system of democratic setup with liberal principles 

of the nation's philosophy in all areas of activity have been adopted under such a principle of 

destiny of women has begun to alter male domination to greater  emancipation. The present 

socio-economic status of Indian women is not favorable for the successful involvement in 

political affairs. Women are politically not dynamic and do not offer to involve herself in the 

public affairs. Political equality   is meaningless without social  and economic equality . 

Aside from these , Women experiences from traditional  attitudes, which made them to be 

aware of that  they are unequal. A better social, economic and political condition of women is 

indispensible for political involvement . Those who have powers , material knowledge , 

resources are in a position to involve in the decision making process. Political empowerment 

of women is the determining factor for development and nation building. Our Development 

has become loop side due to denial of opportunities to women to participate in  the many 

spheres of life. 

The Indian women are now standing at the crossroads of their destiny. There has been 

tremendous urge among them for empowerment , development and  emanicipation  in all 

spheres of life. They are considering the space now they occupy in politics as the space in 

development . They are equipped to play their role in the society as equal partners with men. 

They are prepared to take up any responsibility or challenge and convert these challenges 

and responsibilities into opportunity.  The world over the participation of women in political 

decision making is still a symbolic one. From India to England the percentage of women in 

the parliament is seven to nine.   

The committee on the status of women in India in its report(1975) recognized the 

problems of women in India and suggested some means for their advancement . The Indian 

government in its national Perspective Plan for women (1988) envisaged political and 

economic emancipation of women, and aimed  at restoring to women their rightful place in 

society.

India's record on  women in politics is never encouraging. The post independence 

India created a new political order in which the constitutional infrastructure opened up equal 
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political opportunities for all. But despite the constitutional promise of a political 

atmosphere free from discrimination of any kind, there exists a gender discrimination, 

legally invisible though, in the realm of politics, largely because of the continuation of the 

inbuilt inhibitions of the Indian patriarchal society. Politics has traditionally been viewed  as 

a male preserve. Women still face many difficulties and obstacles in their fight for 

representation. The material circumstances of their upbringing have made their choices for 

them and inhibited their Participation in formal politics.  Woman's cultural socialization and 

the fear of unsettling the family and their position in it have also lessened many women's 

desire to participate in politics. 

 Rapid expansion of communication, education industrialization  and urbanization 

seems to have brought about some changes in the attitude and outlook of Indian women. 

They have to some extent been modernized. But they have been fully free of the cultural 

values and more of Indian. Empirical evidence suggest that Indian women in general one 

political much less active than Indian men. The spread of literacy and mass communication 

motivate women to be interested and active in politics these forces tend to stimulate their 

political awareness. 

The strengthening of women's participation in politics has become a major issue in 

the discourse of economic and social development in the last decades virtually every 

international and bilateral development agency has proclaimed policies to integrate women 

better into economic and social process. The promotion of women in politics however, 

especially if it is supposed to be implemented through affirmative action is still contested. 

This is in spite of the fact that women from around 50 percent of total world population share 

a considerable laws presence in elected political bodies.

The empowerment and autonomy of women and the improvement of women's 

social, economic and political status in essential for achievement of transparent accountable 

government, administration and sustainable development in all area of life. In every society, 

there are powerful and powerless groups. Power itself can be simply defined as control over 

resources and control of ideology and it is exercise through a series of order or decision 

making capacity.  

The traditional working pattern of many political parties and government structures 

continue to be barriers women's participation in public life. Women may be discouraged 

from seeking political office by discriminatory attitudes and practices family and child-care 

responsibility and the high cost of seeking and holding public office.

Women in politics and decision – making positions in government and legislative 

bodies contribute to redefining political priorities placing new items on the political agenda 
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that reflect and address women's gender – specific concerns values and experiences and 

providing new perspectives and mainstream politics issues.

Political status of women can be defined as the degree of equality and freedom 

enjoyed by women in the shaping and sharing of power and in the value by society to this role 

of women. The Indian constitution guarantees political equality through the adult franchise 

and the right to equality which prohibits discrimination on the ground of sex. The equal 

political status will not be realized by mere declaration in the constitution.  

Voting in the election does not bestow equal status. If adequate opportunities to take 

part in the deliberation of the nation are not provided participation has no meaning. The 

socio-economic conditions are not conducive for the effective participation of women in 

political affairs. Political equality is meaningless in a country where the mass of the 

population suffers from poverty, illiteracy, inequality of class status and power. Apart from 

these, women suffers from traditional attitudes, which made them to feel the they are 

unequal.

 The political background of women show that they are far away from and equal 

status along with men. Women are politically not active and do not come forward to 

participate in the public affairs. The organization exercise of franchise discussing politics 

etc. explains the political profile of the women.

The problem of equal status and equal status and equal participation must be 

understood in the context of society in a traditional society like Indian the participation of 

women in public life is not encouraging since women are keeping low profile as far as 

political life is concerned.

Though women become member of political parties their percentage is very low 

when the question of closeness to political patties comes there also the picture is not too 

encouraging since women are keeping the part played by women in other social actives is 

minimal.

Women's representation have not excluded eight percent any time in parliament. The 

Indian state has attempted to reduce this gap by the method of reservation at the local level 
rdbodies of self governance i.e. Panchayas through constitution (73  Amendment Act, 1992) 

and through the 81 Amendment bill and Reservation of Women in parliament and 

Legislature women face when functioning a male dominated public forums, constraints that 

the result both from initial handicaps that women suffer because of their social conditioning 

and from male responses to their presence on those bodies pressures to prove themselves and 
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constraints that emerge from their class and caste position.  Lack of proper education and 

necessary orientation also serves as hurdle for their effective functioning.

Social obligation, and traditional control of womenfolk by family members and their 

commitment to household work also serve obstacles in permitting the women 

representatives to function effectively.

Hence the need of the hour to empower womenfolk is to provide necessary political 

education and proper orientation. Further political will and the part of administrators to 

contain male domination and enlarge avenues for the women just by negating gender 

weakness may help to a large extent in the empowerment of women.

Women should realize their potent power which is quite latent for long. They must be 

required to see themselves and their rights in a new way and they must be helped to help 

themselves.

Women will need to work persistently and consistently at the national, State District 

and village levels to understand the Policy process make them head of the relevant bodies 

and monitor the adopted plans. Further empowerment is about choices and the ability to 

exercise them. Women's choices will be limited unless they are more involved in policy 

making.

Conclusion

Women's group and women's movement have approached the state and pressurized it 

to frame pro women policy while the state has framed seemingly pro women policies these 

have actually helped to break sexual stereo type and male dominance either of these policies 

has been able to achieve the objective of equality and development. 
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IMPERATIVES OF SUSTAINABLE 
DEVELOPMENT IN DEVELOPING COUNTRIES

In almost every domain of human life , change is accelerating . This is true wherever 

we look, in the ecological, economic, intellectual, political, professional, psychological , 

social or technological aspects of our lives. Along with other changes , human aspirations are 

growing at an accelerating rate  it is not just that change is fast; it is getting faster and faster. 

The burden of this growth will fall largly on the poorer countries . In the current projections 

for the thirty year period 1989 to 2025 , both the population of low income countries ,and 

those of middle income countries, are expected to rise by more than three quarters.

World's people living in less-developed countries and one-fifth below the poverty 

line. The long-term impact of past industrialization, exploitation and environmental damage 

cannot be wished away. It is only right that development in this new century be even more 

conscious of its long-term impact. The problems are complex and the choices difficult. Our 

common future can only be achieved with a better understanding of our common concerns 

and shared responsibilities.

Following are some perspectives and approaches towards achieving a sustainable future. 

Poverty and a degraded environment are closely inter-related. The survival needs of 

the poor force them to continue to degrade an already degraded environment. Removal of 

poverty is therefore a prerequisite for the protection of the environment.

Diversion of common and marginal lands to 'economically useful purposes' deprives 

the poor of a resource base which has traditionally met many of their sustenance needs.

Market forces also lead to the elimination of crops that have traditionally been 

integral to the diet of the poor, thereby threatening food security and nutritional status.

Literacy and a basic education are essential for enabling the poor to access the 

benefits offered by development initiatives and market opportunities. Basic education is 

therefore a precondition for sustainable development. A sizeable proportion (about 60 per 

cent according to some estimates) of the population is not integrated into the market 

economy. Ensuring the security of their livelihoods is an imperative for sustainable 

development.
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Changing Patterns of Consumption and Production

With increasing purchasing power, wasteful consumption linked to market driven 

consumerism is stressing the resource base of developing countries further. It is important to 

counter this through education and public awareness.

Several traditional practices that are sustainable and environment friendly continue 

to be a regular part of the lives of people in developing countries. These need to be 

encouraged rather than replaced by more 'modern' but unsustainable practices and 

technologies. Development decisions regarding technology and infrastructure are a major 

determinant of consumption patterns. It is therefore important to evaluate and make 

development decisions which structurally lead to a more sustainable society.

Managing the Natural Resources for Economic and Social Development

The integration of agriculture with land and water management, and with ecosystem 

conservation is essential for both environmental sustainability and agricultural production. 

An environmental perspective must guide the evaluation of all development projects, 

recognizing the role of natural resources in local livelihoods.

Water governance arrangements should protect ecosystems and preserve or restore 

the ecological integrity of all natural water bodies and their catchments. This will maintain 

the wide range of ecological services that healthy ecosystems provide and the livelihoods 

that depend upon them.

Biomass is, and will continue for a long time to be, a major source of fuel and energy, 

especially for the rural poor. Recognizing this fact, appropriate mechanisms must be evolved 

to make such consumption of biomass sustainable, through both resource management and 

the promotion of efficient and minimally polluting technologies, and technologies which 

will progressively reduce the pressures on biomass, which cause environmental degradation.

The traditional approaches to natural resource management such as sacred groves 

and ponds, water harvesting and management systems, etc., should be revived by creating 

institutional mechanisms which recapture the ecological wisdom and the spirit of 

community management inherent in those systems.

Health issue and Sustainable Development Human health in its broadest sense of 

physical, mental and spiritual wellbeing is to a great extent dependent on the access of the 

citizen to a healthy environment.

Access to safe drinking water and a healthy environment should be a fundamental 

right of every citizen.
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Basic health and educational facilities in developing countries need to be 

strengthened. The role of public health services must give preventive health care equal 

emphasis as curative health care. People should be empowered through education and 

awareness to participate in managing preventive health care related to environmental 

sanitation and hygiene.

Most developing countries are repositories of a rich tradition of natural resource-

based health care. This is under threat, on the one hand from modern mainstream medicine, 

and on the other from the degradation of the natural resource base. Traditional medicine in 

combination with modern medicine must be promoted while ensuring conservation of the

resource base and effective protection of IPRs of traditional knowledge.

Means of Implementation

Finance

Overseas Development Assistance (ODA) is declining. The commitments made by 

industrialized countries at the Earth Summit in Rio a decade ago remain largely unmet. This 

is a cause for concern which has been voiced by several developing countries. Industrialized 

countries must honour their ODA commitments.The new instruments and mechanisms, e.g., 

the Clean Development Mechanism, that are trying to replace ODA need to be examined 

closely for their implications for the developing countries. In view of the declining trend in 

ODA, developing countries must explore how they can finance their sustainable 

development efforts, such as by introducing a system of ecological taxation.

Trade

Trade regimes, specifically WTO, are sometimes in conflict with sustainable 

development priorities. Imperatives of trade, and the concerns related to environment, 

equity and social justice however need to be dealt with independently.

Environmental and social clauses which are implicitly or explicitly part of 

international agreements must not be used selectively to erect trade barriers against 

developing countries.

Developing countries will suffer a major trade disadvantage if the efforts to put in 

place globally acceptable Process and Production Methods (PPMs) are successful. Instead, 

existing disparities between the trade regimes and multilateral environmental agreements, 

such as those between Trade Related Intellectual Property Rights (TRIPS) regime and the 

Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD), should be thoroughly addressed. Mechanisms 

to resolve such conflicts between multilateral agreements should be set up.
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Technology

Mechanisms must be put in place to make available to developing countries the latest 

technologies at reasonable cost.

Local innovations and capacity building for developing and managing locally 

relevant and appropriate technologies must be encouraged and supported.

Science and Education

Basic education which promotes functional literacy, livelihood skills, understanding 

of the immediate environment and values of responsible citizenship is a precondition for 

sustainable development. Such education must be available to every child as a fundamental 

right, without discrimination on the basis of economic class, geographical location or 

cultural identity.

The empowerment of women and girls must be supported by actions to improve their 

access to basic and higher education, training and capacity building. The emphasis should be 

on gender mainstreaming.

Population

The official realization, that population is not merely about numbers but about the 

health and quality of life of people in general and women in particular, must be reinforced 

and sustained by an informed debate to bring key population issues into ever sharpening 

perspective at various levels of policy making from the national and state legislatures to local 

government institutions.

An important part of empowering women in matters pertaining to population, is 

toexplicitly recognize and respect their rights over their bodies and their reproductive 

behaviour. This recognition must permeate society in general, and religious, judicial and 

law-enforcement institutions in particular, through continual campaigning and dialogue.
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INDIA'S INTERNAL SECURITY : 
NEEDS AND CHALLENGES

The internal security problems should not be merely law and order problems. They 

have to be dealt with comprehensively in all their dimensions and at all levels - political, 

economics and social. They are interlinked. At times, the required measures will conflict 

with each other. Going too far in one direction could be counter-productive. The security 

requirements have to be met, but that does not mean the security agencies a free hand. 

Striking the right balance is the key to success in meeting these challenges effectively. We 

need a comprehensive security policy that will be implemented effectively at all levels.

Security is not a luxury and is not merely a function of the state : it is a way of life. India 

has to and can overcome the general inability of democracies to put together the political well, 

the resources and the strategies that are necessary to prevail over all internal security threats. 

Real reforms that would remove of minimize economic and religion / caste based inequalities, 

good and honest governance and effective policing are pre-requisites for the marshalling the 

total resources of the nation in there efforts. The Government of India should also be prepared to 

lower the threshold of tolerance in relation to cross-border terrorism and to serve credible notice 

that India has capacities and the determination to inflicts prohibitively high and unacceptable 

cost on the state sponsors of terrorist acts against Indian interests.

A majority of India's farmer have been facing severe economics due to various 

factors, including globalization, credit crunch, non inclusive economics progress etc. It 

would not be difficult for the Maoists to project themselves as the sloe protectors of the poor 

farmers interests and the militant way as the only viable redresses procedure available top 

them. Some recently announced relief measures, including the 'revolutionary fern loan 

waiver scheme, are very welcomes steps, but they should be the begging and not the end of 

the many measures necessary to retrieve the poor farmer form the potential embrace of 

Maoists. The perception of imbalances subsidies, which is also major source of alienation, 

needs to be overcome by introducing a more rational system.

India was partitioned in the backdrop of large scale communal riots but the partition 

of the country on religious lines, without taking into consideration its multiple identities

instead of bringing the communal tensions down, in fact, worsened the situation. The two 

nation theory created Pakistan and it still survives on this theory. Pakistan finds it difficult to 

accept the reality that India continues to be as democratic plural, multi religious society and 

that India today as more Muslim citizens than Pakistan. The Government of Pakistan has 

taken upon itself the responsibility of not only protecting its own citizens, but also the Indian 

Muslims. The power structure in theocratic Pakistan dominated by the army, the feudal 

landlords, the bureaucracy and the religious leaders has been able to retain its hold over the 

levers of power by playing the anti India and Islamic cards. Pakistan plays the Islamic card in its 

foreign policy also. It misses no opportunity to club India as an anti Islamic country where 

Muslims are not safe. The continuing tensions between India and Pakistan have a direct bearing 

on the internal situation in India. They have further complicated the internal security situation.

The management of Internal security, therefore, assumes great importance. If the 

internal security issues are tackled effectively, subversion by the external forces to that 

extent becomes more difficult. Unfortunately the rise of contentious politics based on 

sectarian, ethnic, linguistic or other divisive criteria, is primarily responsible for the many 

communal and secessionist movements flourishing in India. The Presence of hostile 

neighbors enables the internal conflicts to get external support, which includes money, arms 

and sanctuaries. The vested interests exploits these conditions to pursue their own agenda.

In a well established political system and a developed economy, conflicts between the 

various group identities are kept under check as in due course they get assimilated into the 

national identity. But that has not happened in India as yet where the wounds of the partition and 

the colonial rule have still not fully healed. Moreover, the dependence on the government by a 

large section of our people for their very survival sharpens these conflicts among them. The 

democratic institutions and the state structure are still not strong enough to fully harmonize 

these conflicts in a peaceful manner. Violence erupts when conflicting interests cannot be 

consensually reconciled. The hostile external forces, taking advantage of this situation through 

subversive propaganda, further accentuate these conflicts. They give material and ideological 

support to aggravate this sense of grievance to such an extent that a small minority are willing no 

become rules in their hands no subvert the stability and security of the country.

In addition, a number of secessionist and the so-called revolutionary movements are 

operating in India today. Their goal could be to overthrow the government and bring about 

revolutionary changes in the structure and functioning of the state, or even secession from 

the Indian Union. Ever since independence, India has been facing all types of violent conflict 

based on religion, caste, language, ethnicity and regional loyalities Political insecurity 
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further compounds the problem. Preoccupied with the problem of survival, the governments 

in some of the most affected states are not looking at the problem from a long term 

perspective. They have bought temporary peace by compromising with the subversive 

forces. Such shortsighted policies can have disastrous consequences in the long run. Instead 

of effectively dealing with them in the initial stages when the problem is manageable, they 

have allowed with these anti national forces to take roots and spread their tentacles far and 

wide. When a state government is unable to effectively deal with them, instead of 

strengthening the state policy machinery, it rushes to the Centre to hand over its 

responsibility at the first sign of any serious trouble. It is not surprising that in these states 

some sections of the police have actually joined hands with the subversive forces against the 

central forces. If you cannot fight them join them. Finding themselves at the mercy of these 

subversive forces, the people tend to change sides and start supporting them instead of 

supporting the security forces. It would be wrong to assume that all those supporting directly 

or indirectly, these forces are sympathetic to their ideology. Far from it! For most of them, 

preoccupied with the daily battle of survival, this the obvious choice, because the police are 

unable to protect them. Polarizations on caste and religious lines can further reduce the 

credibility of the police in the minds of the people.

The police politician criminal nexus can embolden the criminal elements. Their 

activities can create an environment of lawlessness, where influential and rich people 

Violate the law with impunity. The police is not the only component of the criminal justice 

system that has suffered because of these nexus. In fact, the entire criminal justice system is 

under strain. Not all crimes are being registered and those registered are not being properly 

investigated and even out of those charge sheeted, very few are ending in conviction. The 

conviction rate in case of heinous crimes is steadily falling. In some North Eastern state is has 

reached almost zero level. Where the police have stopped even submitting the charge sheets 

in the insurgency related cases. When the fear of legal punishment disappears organized 

crime find it convenient to spread its tentacles. The crime syndicates are finding the new 

communication and information technology very useful. Extortion and payment of the so 

called protection money is more widespread than we would like to believe. According so 

some reports direct extortion form the government funds runs into hundreds of corers of 

rupees. Many of insurgent and militant group are not driven by ideology, but by sheer greed. 

Money power is bigger motivating factor than ideology. Vested interests have developed 

around these group with active connivance of corrupt politicians, police officers and civil 

servants. Some politicians even take their assistance during election times. They have to 
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return their favors, when they come to power. This mutually beneficial relationship has 

seriously damaged the quality of governance in the areas. The real losers are the people. The 

development process gets seriously hampered in a violent environment. When large 

development funds are siphoned by this unholy alliance between the criminal and corrupt 

forces, even the delivery of the most basic services like water, power healthcare, education 

and communication becomes a stupendous task.

The rise of fundamentalist forces is posing the most serious threat to the India's 

security. Fired with religious zeal these forces have created an entirely new situation. The 

intelligence agencies in our neighborhood and the organization, like Al Qaida and Jaish-e-

Mohammad are encouraging the so-called Jehadis to enter India from outside. After first 

targeting the border states they have now spread deep inside the country. These bond of 

fanatics are not only indulging in subversive activities, but are spreading the virus of the 

fundamentalism among the Indian Muslims. The break up of the Indian union continues to be 

the main goal of Pakistan's domestic and foreign policy. Easy availability of deadly weapons 

with the subversing groups operating in India has created new dangers for India's security.

With the golden crescent and the Golden Triangle in India's neighborhood, drug 

trafficking poses yet another threat to our security Drug syndicates are generating huge funds 

a part of which is being used to give financial support to some of these subversive groups. 

The intelligence agencies like the ISI are recruiting a number of carriers in drug trafficking as 

their agents. These agencies provide legal immunity for their criminal activities in their own 

country in addition to giving the them financial and logistical supports.

The state politics is no less responsible for the current turmoil in Kashmir. Even 

though Omar Abdullah apparently a fully democratic process, but many veteran leaders of 

the state are not ready to accept his opposition peoples democratic party (PDP) seems more 

interested in destabilizing the state instead the suggestion of the Prime Minister Manmohan 

Singh Omar Abdullah called an all party meeting also invited, but it did not join. Instead its 

leaders continued to give poisonous statement regarding the played by the Hurriyat 

conference which avoids participating in the state democratic process. Even rejected by the 

people every time. One thing is clear whether it is an attempts by the PDP to weaken Omar 

Abdullah government or leaders like Geelani, ultimately those youth are getting injured of 

killed who are victims of such polite for this is the course of doing their duty. Kashmir youth 

should follow the following lines of the people ba-heel-a-e-mazhab kabhi banaam-e-watm. 

Its mean that the secessionist are only trying to capture of freedom or religion.
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First and foremost is the need to recognize that our internal security can be ensured 

only, if there is a consensus on national security policies. Political entities need to agree to 

eschew the temptation of exploiting divisive issues which have the potential of posing threat 

to national security and cohension. Uch issues should be discussed between all concerned 

political entities and the concerned people so, that agreed policy approaches could be 

worked out. The relatively easy procedure of inciting emotion and passion on the potentially 

divisive issue needs to be given up, though at some cost to the popular image.

Similarly, parochialism should not be allowed to over-ride overall national interests 

particularly relating to national security and national integration. Local and minor issues 

should not emotionally be blown up to become a major national issue. Local and regional 

concerns no doubt require attention, but they could be pursued with a proper sense of 

proportion and negotiation should become the first choice instead of agitation, merely to 

attract the attention of the media and the public. All section of the media need to resolve that 

they would demand and encourage such a change in the priorities for the procedures to be 

adopted for the resolution of potential conflicts of interest.

On the part of government, it has to recognize the public perception that while 

considerable progress has been made in the area of collection of intelligence, Through 

technical means, about the activities of terrorist and militant group, such progress does not 

seem to have been matched in the areas of penetration of those group and collection of 

intelligence through human agents. If this perception is correct necessary measures to rectify 

the imbalance need to be initiated urgently.

Further, though the required mechanisms are stated to have been created for effective 

co-ordination between state and central agencies, as also amongst central agencies 

themselves, the results do not reflect the effectiveness of these mechanisms. What the public 

see and hear, soon after any incident or future of security. is prompt litany of complaints from 

state and central security agencies, though mostly indigenous against each other. This efforts 

to shift blame often takes precedence over speedy investigation and relief measures.

The variety of internal security threats makes it essential that coping those threats 

cannot be lefty to be the sole responsibility of the state security agencies. There is an 

inescapable need effectively to involve all other state agencies, all political and religious 

entities, private security agencies, educationists, social; workers and civil society as a whole 

to protect our nation. Prevention should be the primary objective with effective detection and 

deterrent punishment (when prevention fails) as the back-up. It is the area of prevention that 

the total involvement of the nation could be made most effective.
